Comments:	� The fruit for this varietal was sourced from the 

southern highland blocks of Sirromet’s Seven 
Scenes vineyard, bordering Girraween National 
Park.  Fermentation took place in a sweep arm 
fermenter where it was pumped over every 6 
hours.  Once pressed, this wine was matured  
in a blend of 50% French oak and American oak 
for 12 months.

Additives:	� Traditional non grape and chestnut tannins 
added.Sulphur Dioxide added.
